Installation Steps

1. REFERENCE THE LAYOUT DRAWING

Refer to the supplied layout drawing. Each panelis labeled
on the back with an alphanumeric code (e.g., L-A, S-4)
corresponding to the layout. In Lush Style, plant unit zones
are separately identified in the layout drawing (e.g., LS-A,
LS-B).

2. ARRANGE PANELS BEFORE INSTALLATION
Lay out all panels per the layout drawing. Confirm
sequence and zone assignment before beginning installa-

tion.

3. PREPARE AND MARK SURFACE

Using Panel A as the reference point, mark the installation
area with a level and tape measure. Confirm the wall
surface is clean, dry, and structurally sound. Recommend-
ed substrate flatness tolerance: 1/8" in 10'-0". Install block-
ing at fastening points where no framing member is

present.
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4, ATTACH PANELS

Fasten panels using a screwdriver. All screws must engage wall framing or
approved structural blocking — gypsum board alone is not acceptable. Drive
screws through the natural gaps between plant units to maintain a clean

finished appearance. Maximum fastener spacing: 24".

5. ALIGN PANELS

Orient panels per the layout drawing. Lush Style wave-cut
edges interlock precisely — no visible seam between plant
zones and moss fields. Forest Style straight edges align flush,

producing a uniform grid pattern.

6. FINAL INSPECTION
Inspect the completed installation from multiple angles. Confirm all panels
are properly aligned and securely fastened. Verify all LS-designated plant

unit zones are correctly populated.
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Plant Unit Replacement
The system allows individual plant units to be replaced without panel removal or disturbance to

adjacent units.

Step 1 — Locate

Locate the target unit using the layout drawing and unit numbering.

Step 2 — Unlock Step 3 — Remove
Rotate the two Z-shaped retention brackets on the plant unit base to Pull the plant unit outward.

Step 4 — Insert Step 5 — Lock
Insert the corresponding plant unit into the panel opening. Align the Rotate the retention brackets back to the locked position. Use a
base orientation and push inward until fully seated. Phillips screwdriver to tighten the brackets until they can no longer

rotate. Pull gently to confirm a secure fit.

Step 6 — Inspect
Confirm the new unit aligns visually with surrounding units. If

adjustment is required, unlock, reposition, and re-lock.
